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Microsoft Helping Fund Anti-Hunting Movement

REDMOND, WA—The U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance (USSA) an-
nounced earlier this month that Microsoft Corp. has rejected a
request to abandon its partnership with the nation’s leading anti-
hunting organization.

The USSA is reporting that software giant Microsoft is working with the Humane Society of the United States (HSUS)
on a pilot program called the “i'm Initiative.” Under the new program, whenever a Microsoft Windows Live Messenger
user has a conversation using the new program, Microsoft will give a portion of the program’s advertising revenue to
one of 10 organizations selected by the user. The HSUS is one of the choices on the list of options, and the USSA
says there’s no limit to the amount of money that can be donated.

The USSA says it's repeatedly asked Microsoft to end its support of the HSUS, but so far the company has refused.
According to Microsoft representative Tara Kriese, Microsoft believes the new program is “a great way to enable peo-
ple to help causes that are important to them.”

“Microsoft is going to pour hundreds of thousands of dollars, probably more, into an organization that recently issued
a manifesto that targets hunting for extinction,” said USSA President Bud Pidgeon. “If there was ever a time for sports-
men to take grassroots action, this is it.”

Sportsmen are being asked to contact Microsoft and encourage it to end its financial support of the HSUS. You can

Deer have an incredible sense of smell. Hunters have seen
deer react to the scent of wood shavings, where a limb was
sawed to open a shooting lane. There's no substitute for pay-
ing attention to the wind and staying downwind of where you
expect to see a deer.

Since deer and weather do unpredictable things, it is best
to rely on cover scents. Raccoon scent should be on the top
of most hunters' lists, as raccoons are common just about
everywhere. If you're putting out cover scent on the ground,
always put it downwind of the stand. On a still day, put it all
around the stand since human scent radiates in a circle when
there's no wind.

As it gets close to the rut, you can use buck urine as both a
cover scent and an attractor. You can also put tarsal glands
around a scrape you're hunting. Use the tarsal gland from a
buddy's buck, or if you visit a meat processor or state check
station, you can usually pick up a few extra tarsal glands. You
can also use the urine from a freshly harvested doe as both
an attractant and cover scent. Cover scents are valuable for

masking human odor, but you can further your cause by
eliminating as many foreign smells as possible.

Using unscented soap and deodorant, an odor neutralizer
for outerwear and brushing your teeth are essential before
heading out to your stand. Don't forget that much of your hu-
man scent comes from your head.

There are hunters who smoke in their stands and dip
smokeless tobacco, and they sometimes take the biggest
buck in the woods. Anything can happen if the deer is up-
wind, but it just makes good sense to eliminate all the odors
that might alarm a whitetail.

2 pounds of bass fillets 3 T. black olives

1 small tomato, chopped 1 T. parsley, minced
% cup onion, chopped 1 garlic clove, minced
% cup green pepper, chopped salt

1%4 cup butter hot pepper sauce

Y. cup green chili salsa Y4 cup dry white wine

2 T. lemon juice

Combine tomato, onion, green pepper, butter, salsa, lemon juice, olives, parsley, garlic, salt and hot pepper
sauce in a 13X9X2-inch baking dish. Bake for about 10 minutes. Stir and add wine. Place the bass fillets on
top of sauce and spoon some sauce over each bass fillet. Cover and bake for about 20 minutes, depending
on thickness of the bass fillets.
