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Deer Hunt Protestors Chain Selves to Diocese Door from US Sportsmen’s Alliance

Two New York anti-hunters were arrested this week after chaining themselves to the entrance of a Catholic diocese
building to protest a deer cull.

Deirdre Guelke and Therese Ferreira were charged with disorderly conduct and resisting arrest as they protested a cull
in Lloyd Harbor, New York on Long Island. Authorities had to saw apart the chains, which had been looped through the
doors and around the women’s necks.

According to The Long Island Press, the Animal Defense League's Long Island chapter has launched several demon-
strations against the deer control program. Some protests have occurred at Lloyd Harbor Mayor Leland Hairr's home.
Last year, activists spray-painted his car with their logo.

This year marks the third annual deer cull in Lloyd Harbor. It was prompted by a skyrocketing deer population that in-
creased to such a level that it poses significant ecological effects and is a threat to public health and safety.

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1 goose, 8-10 lbs 6 slices bacon, chopped

2 tangerines 1 onion, chopped

Y. cup (1/2 stick) butter, melted 2 cups sliced celery with leaves
1 % tsp rubbed sage % cups chopped parsley

Y tsp salt 117 oz. can whole chestnuts,
Ya tsp black pepper drained and coarsely broken

2 tbsp light brown sugar 4 cups cooked wild rice

1 cup orange juice 4 cups toasted bread cubes

1 tbsp cornstarch 1 tsp dried thyme

Chicken stock 1 tsp dried marjoram

Preheat oven to 400F. Finely grate tangerine peel and set aside tangerines. In a small bowl, combine the tangerine peel,
2 tbsp of the butter, ¥ tsp sage, salt and pepper. Place goose in a large roasting pan and rub the butter mixture evenly
over the entire goose. Quarter tangerines and place in the cavity of the goose. Roast 30 minutes. Reduce oven tempera-
ture to 325F and roast 2 ¥ to 2 ¥ hours, or until no pink remains inside, juices run clear and the internal temperature of
the meat is 180F to 185F, basting with the pan juices every 30 minutes. Allow to sit 15 minutes before carving.

Meanwhile, in a small saucepan, combine remaining melted butter and brown sugar over medium-high heat. Heat 1 min-
ute, or until sugar is melted, stirring occasionally. In a small bowl, combine orange juice and cornstarch; mix well. Add to
the butter mixture and heat over medium-high heat, stirring until thickened. Reheat sauce before serving with the goose.

Chestnut Dressing

Fry bacon in a skillet until crisp. Add onion, celery, and parsley, and sauté for 5 minutes. Stir in chestnuts, rice, bread
cubes, thyme, marjoram and remainder of sage. Add enough chicken stock to bind together. Season to taste with salt.
Bake in casserole dish at 350F for 45 minutes
