You can use a pistol or revolver for the match, though it is
obviously geared for auto pistols.
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Introduction : This match will require the use of a “basic” “
defensive pistol, meaning no compensators or optics, in a

carry-style holster. Shooting will be “Comstock” count,
meaning you may shoot as many rounds as you wish, with
only the “best” rounds required per target scored. An “A”
zone hit will be scored 5 points, a hit outside of the “A” zone
will be scored 2 points. All hits on steel plates will be scored
5 points. The steel plates MUST fall to be scored. The sin-
gle exception to this is the final “long range” plate, which
will be scored audibly. A miss, shooting a ‘hostage,’ failure
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to perform a mandatory
magazine change, or a procedural error will all be penalized —10 points for each incidence. Scoring for the match will be
a composite of total accuracy points divided by your total time (points earned/second).

The match will consist of 3 stages, with a total of 44 rounds required, for 220 total possible points.
STAGE 1: El Presidente’ with a twist!

Start hands at side, pistol holstered, facing targets. At the buzzer, draw and first engage the left START plate. Next en-
gage Targets 1-3, shooting each target twice. Reload, and re-engage each target (1-3) twice. Finish the stage by drop-
ping the STOP plate to the right of the targets. Total rounds required: 14. One mandatory reload.

STAGE 2: Shoot ‘n Move!

Start from “surrender” position, gun holstered, facing targets. At the buzzer, draw and engage Target 1, two shots to the
body, one shot to the head (Failure Drill). Engage Target 2 (two shots to the body) and Targets 3-4 (large poppers)
WHILE MOVING to the barricade. Targets 2-4 MUST be engaged before reaching the barricade. From behind the barri-
cade, engage Target 5 (two shots to the body) from the LEFT side of the barricade, and Targets 6-7 (Two shots to the
body) from the RIGHT side of the barricade. One mandatory reload must be performed at your discretion before the final
shot. Total rounds required: 13. One mandatory reload.

STAGE 3: “What's that thing on the front of my slide?”

Sitting in a chair, hands on desk, gun holstered, facing targets. At the buzzer, draw and engage Targets 1-2, 3 shots to
the body each, and Target 3 (large popper) from the seated position. Once Target 3 is dropped, get up and move to Po-
sition B. Engage Targets 4-5, two shots to the body each, and Target 6 (large popper). Once Target 6 is dropped, move
to position C. Engage Targets 7-8, 2 shots to the body each. Finish the stage by shooting the “long range” Steel plate

once. The hit will be scored audibly for this plate only. It DOES NOT have to fall to be scored. Total rounds required: 17.

Mix almonds, crackers, and pepper.
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Almond-Coated Walleye

2 pounds walleye fillets
2 cups ground almonds
2 cups ground saltine crackers
% teaspoon black pepper
4 cups flour
1 cup milk
2 eggs
oil for frying

Place the flour on a large plate and cracker/almond mix on another plate. In a shallow pan, whisk the milk
and eggs. Dredge the walleye fillets in flour, then dip in egg mixture, and then into the cracker
meal/almond mix. Continue until all walleye pieces are coated.

Heat oil in large skillet over medium heat. Test the temperature of the oil by touching an end of the fish to
the oil. If it starts sizzling, it's ready to cook. If oil smokes, it's too hot. Place enough fish in pan to cover
the bottom, but do not crowd. Cook fish about 5 minutes per side, until golden brown and flaky in center.
